The Senate Proposal



The ACA was planning to spend an additional $616 Billion going forward through 2026 on Medicaid Expansion.



The Senate bill slashes Medicaid by more than $700 Billion in addition to defunding Planned Parenthood.



Per the CBO, this bill will cause 22 million more people will be uninsured by 2026.



Medicaid Expansion continues for 3 years; the Federal government will pay a portion to states for Medicaid.  



Currently there are 70 million Americans on Medicaid:



49% of all births;  20% of all adults;  39% of all children;  64% of all nursing home residents



States can waive benefits, and with their tight bugets growing tighter they most likely will.  Benefits such as 

maternity, emergency services, and mental health treatment could be waived.



The bill repeals taxes, giving back millions of dollars to the 1%.



The bill will maintain subsidies for insurance for the 10-11 million consumers on the exchanges, although it may 

not be at the ACA levels.



Instead of a mandate, this bill states that if you don’t purchase insurance now, then you are penalized by being 

blocked from purchasing for 6 months.  What if you are diagnosed with cancer? Or become pregnant?
